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If Shannon and Justin Carter could tell you one thing about being 
foster parents, it is that it is hard...but so worth it. And they would 
do it again in a heartbeat. The couple, who have three biological 
children, felt called to be fosters and have since welcomed multiple 
children into their home through Epworthôs program. Each time a 
new child is placed with them,  a few weeks pass until daily life 
reaches a new normal where all of the children act like siblings and 
do not differentiate between biological and foster child. As they 
nurture the children in their care, the Carters see the foster children 

grow by leaps and bounds.  
 

ñItôs like they have been given permission to be children again,ò 
Shannon said. ñIt is a beautiful reward. We had the privilege of 
celebrating another foster birthday yesterday. It is an honor to be 
able to celebrate a little girl who calls me óMommyô for a season. 
My heart hurts for her other Mommy who wasnôt there to celebrate. 
This world is so broken. I canôt imagine the mixed feelings these 
babies have, because I canôt even understand my own. I loved 
walking out this morning to see the children gathered around, 
enjoying one of the birthday gifts, celebrating again.ò
